June RBC Meeting Highlights

» Developed drought response recommendations (for Chapter 8)

Water utilities review and update their drought management plan and response
ordinance every 5 years or more frequently if conditions change.

Water utilities, when updating their drought management plan and response
ordinance, look for opportunities to develop response actions that are consistent with
those of neighboring utilities.

Water utilities coordinate, to the extent practical, consistent drought response
messaging.

Encourage water utilities in the basin to consider drought surcharges on water use
during severe and/or extreme drought phases.

When droughts occur, the RBC encourages water users and those with water interests
to submit their drought impact observations through the Condition Monitoring Observer
Reports (CMOR). n



June RBC Meeting Highlights

* The RBC discussed an approach which would eliminate the
Drought Management Areas (DMASs), replacing them with the
RBCs, or a subset of members representing each RBC. It was
acknowledged that this would require a change to the SC
Drought Response Act and supporting regulations.
